e VOCABULARY: appropriateness of word choice, command of idiomatic usage, and
range of vocabulary

e MECHANICS: accuracy of spelling, character formation, diacritical marks, and
punctuation

Be sure to write about the assigned topics. Please write legibly. You may not use any
reference materials during the test. Your written responses must be your original work,
written in your own words, and not copied or paraphrased from some other work. Remember
to review what you have written and make any changes you think will improve your
responses.
